WHEREAS, the Partners for Prosperity: New Beginnings for Eastern Idaho Inc., was awarded a 10 year
Community Ventures Partnership grant in the amount of 11 million dollars by the Northwest Area Foundation to
reduce poverty in a 16 county area, including the Fort Hall Indian Reservation; and

WHEREAS, the funding opportunity provides that Partners for Prosperity, being a grass-roots org~ation, will
implement a ten year plan around facilitating partnerships and developing activities aimed at reducing poverty in the
16countyareaof eastIdaho,includingthe FortHall IndianReservation;and .

WHEREAS, the 10 year plan was developed by a true grass-roots effort, including staff of the Shoshone-Bannock
Tribes' Planning department and over 100 Tribal members who have participated in the development of the long
range strategic plan; and

WHEREAS, the prior Tribal Business Council accepted the invitation to participate in the Northwest Area
Foundation initiative to develop the strategic plan in January, 2002;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BUSINESS COUNCIL OF THE SHOSHONE-
BANNOCK TRIBES, that acceptance for continued participation with Partners for Prosperity: New Beginnings for
Eastern Idaho, Inc., is formally granted; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that permission is hereby granted for continued participation in the initiative to
the Tribal Planning department; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Shoshone-Bannock Tribes is granting this acceptance with the
understanding that the Shoshone-Bannock Tribes reserve the right to withdraw from the initiative for material
changes affecting the sovereignty and jurisdiction of the Tribes.

Authority for the foregoing resolution is found in the Indian Reorganization Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat., 984) as
amended and under Article VI, Section 1 (a, 1,q) of the Shoshone-Bannock Tribes Constitution and Bylaws of the
Fort Hall Indian Reservation.
